In commemoration of the 70th Anniversary of the Normalization of Diplomatic Relations between
Japan and the Philippines, Nagoya will host one of Japan’s largest Japan—Philippines friendship
events for the first time. Organized by the General Incorporated Association Philippine EXPO,
“Philippine EXPO 2026 in Nagoya” will feature three days of professional boxing contests, live
performances, and Filipino culinary showcases.

The event will feature professional boxing bouts, music and dance performances, Filipino food
booths, and exhibitions by related companies and organizations, with an expected attendance of
approximately 50,000 visitors.

Supported by the Philippine Consulate General in Nagoya, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan,
Aichi Prefecture, and other institutions, this citizen-participation international goodwill event aims to
highlight the history and ongoing development of Japan—Philippines relations through culture,
cuisine, music, and sports. The official project plan clearly states its purpose: to promote
international friendship at the civic level.

“Philippine EXPO 2026 in Nagoya” will showcase the richness of Filipino culture and the
significance of Japan—Philippines exchange from the heart of Nagoya’s urban center. The event will
open with a Japan—Philippines Friendship Ceremony, followed by a wide range of programs
including stage performances, interactive physical activities, and community-based contests.

In addition, the event will feature official professional boxing contests, sanctioned by the Japan
Boxing Commission (JBC), reviving the historic postwar boxing exchanges that served as an early
foundation of Japan—Philippines grassroots friendship. This sports-centered approach is one of the
defining characteristics of the 2026 EXPO.
